Therefore, by examining cases of using various teaching
media and researching, devising, and practicing ways to produce and
utilize textbooks and teaching aids, students develop qualities as early
childhood teachers who can construct an efficient educational

environment.

1. Examine the understanding and history of textbooks for infants and
toddlers.
2. Examine the role of teachers in supporting textbooks and teaching
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aids based on the early childhood and play-centered curriculum, and
examples of production and utilization of teaching materials and
teaching aids.

3. Execute mock classes and self-reflection so that the use of various
materials for teaching materials and play support through observation
of infants and toddlers can be incorporated into actual educational
sites.

4. Cultivate the teacher's role and teaching ability through the use of




textbooks and teaching aids according to the changes in the play of
infants and young children and sharing examples of support methods.
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
